Next CALC Conference and Meeting—In the last CALC Newsletter, I mentioned that the CALC meetings planned for Harare had been cancelled because of the continuing turmoil in Zimbabwe. Because the next Commonwealth Law Conference will not now be held until 2004, the feeling of the Council is that there should be an opportunity for CALC members to meet before then.  

The Canadian Institute of Administrative Justice holds a legislative drafting conference in Ottawa, every 2 years.  The CIAJ organising committee has agreed in principle to an arrangement under which the CIAJ and CALC would co-sponsor a conference on legislative drafting in Ottawa, either in the spring or autumn of 2002.  

One complication is that plans are in train for a legislative drafting conference to be held in Washington DC in November 2002.  The chairman of the CIAJ organising committee, Peter Pagano, takes the view that the timing of our conference should not be too close to the American one.  I share his view.

Flawed Document Design Process Led to Errors on Florida Ballot
Carolyn Boccella Bagin

After great expense and wasted time, the country is now mired in a ballot controversy in Florida. Unfortunately, it’s clear that part of the trouble could have been avoided by practicing sound document design procedures before using the ballots in the actual election.  

Simple usability tests would have helped identify potential problems that Palm Beach voters would have had with the new design. Small-scale usability testing doesn’t have to be expensive to be effective, and as the current dilemma shows, failing to test can cause even greater expense and public relations nightmares. 

The developers of the ballot defended their new design by claiming that the document was widely publicized and that the public had an opportunity to comment if they could predict that they would have a problem filling it out.  However, research has shown that people often don’t understand that they have a problem with documents until they actually are forced to use them. As an example, years ago, Bell of Pennsylvania sought to redesign its telephone bill. When the original was shown to a sampling of customers, 64% of them reported that the bill was easy to use. However, after the same customers were asked to answer some simple questions that required them to use the bill on a performance test, only 6% still thought that it was easy to use. Test results indicated that a redesign would help customers use the document more easily and find the information they needed. Indeed, customers would understand their bills and the company would avoid wasting a great deal of time and money as a result of a poorly designed document, thus illustrating the importance of conducting usability tests on highly visible public documents.
Some government bodies recognize this need as well.  When faced with the task of redesigning the new Social Security Statement that would eventually be mailed to more than 125 million working Americans a year, the Social Security Administration wisely tested preliminary designs to uncover potential pitfalls in the language and design of the document. This type of testing helped avoid countless phone calls that could have flooded the agency if readers were confused by the new document; it also helped to reinforce the staff’s confidence in the clarity of the new document.

Had Palm Beach conducted small-scale usability tests on the ballots before they went live, it is likely that they would have had at least some indication of the confusion before the controversy arose.

Stroud’s Judicial Dictionary
 Daniel Greenberg

Stroud has been around since 1890.  In the first edition it was express editorial policy to omit most interpretation provisions and to concentrate on decided cases.  But, of course, to a lawyer setting out to draft a document (or a law) about a garden a statutory definition of “garden” may be of as much assistance as a judicial definition.  And a lawyer setting out to construe “garden” may find it helpful, even if not decisive, to know how the term has been defined in a particular statutory context.

Stroud’s anti-statute bias has on occasion led it to mislead.  In 1993 I noticed, for example, that a particularly learned entry about the meaning of “age” had been wrong for nearly 25 years, being overtaken by section 9 of the Family Law Reform Act 1969.  I wrote to the publishers to point this out, and as a result began a correspondence that ended in my becoming an editor of Stroud in 1994.

I have tried to use the annual supplements and the advent of the sixth edition, which was published in October this year, to increase the accuracy and breadth of the statutory entries.  I have also tried to make them easier to use, by sub-dividing them, by setting out short definitions in full or by giving some indication of the nature of the definition.

This is primarily a selfish exercise, aimed at increasing the value of Stroud for legislative drafting.  But I believe that it enhances the worth of the book for users generally.  There is still a long way to go, and comments and suggestions from those involved in legislative drafting will be particularly welcome. Montesquieu's Plain Language Drafting Tips
Below are selected extracts from Montesquieu's "The Spirit of Laws"
. It shows us that nothing is really new!  In book XXIX, "Of the Manner of Composing Laws", Montesquieu lists the following things to be observed in the composing of Laws:

· The style ought to be concise. The laws of the Twelve Tables are a model of conciseness; the very children used to learn them by heart.  Justinian's Novell were so very diffuse that they were obliged to abridge them.

· The style should also be plain and simple, a direct expression being better understood than an indirect one.

· It is an essential article that the words of the laws should excite in everybody the same ideas.

· When the law has once fixed the idea of things, it should never return to vague expressions.

· The laws ought not to be subtle; they are designed for people of common understanding, not as an art of logic, but as the plain reason of a father of a family. ...

· When there is no necessity for exceptions and limitations in a law, it is much better to omit them: details of that kind throw people into new details. ...

· No alteration should be made in a law without sufficient reason. ...

· As useless laws debilitate such as are necessary, so those that may be easily eluded weaken the legislation.  Every law ought to have its effect, and no one should be suffered to deviate from it by a particular exception.

· Care should be taken that the laws are worded in such a manner as not to be contrary to the very nature of things.

There ought to be a certain simplicity and candour

Thank you for an interesting and informative newsletter. I couldn't resist looking up the Queensland case on Scaleplus, the database that the Office of Legislative Drafting maintains at http://scaleplus.law.gov.au/, a site that many find more useful and more up-to-date than AUSTLII. The case is reported as FAI General Insurance Co Ltd v Spannagle & Anor [2000] QSC 002, and the regulation is the Transport Infrastructure (Roads) Regulation 1991. The judge (Chesterman, J) makes the peculiar error of referring to each section of the regulation as a regulation in itself, and to subsections as sub-regulations (In Queensland, the document is a regulation, and each clause is a section).

Thank you very much for the newsletter.  I am very happy to receive it in email form.  It has an attractive bright & breezy style, while also containing useful information and some thoughtful comment.  I have put together a few further remarks in response to your request for feedback.

NZ Interpretation Act

I disagree with the criteria offered to judge the new NZ Interpretation Act's 'user-friendliness'.   It is not an adequate (or even any) measure of a rewritten Act's relative user-friendliness (in itself) that it is shorter than the Act that is rewritten.  Brevity is one dimension of an easier-to-understand drafting style, perhaps, but as often as not an Act will be easier to understand if it is longer (spelling out what may only be implied in a more economical version, and hence making plain what would otherwise be mysterious to a non-expert reader). In short, it is a caricature of plain English drafting to regard economy as its main hallmark.

I don't mean this as a criticism of the NZ Interpretation Act itself, of course.  It could well be a paragon of plain English style, for all that I have said.

CALC ties

I would be interested in ordering a CALC tie if you succeed in obtaining a new supply.

Procedural Matters

Inconvenience of single email file—It was a bit of a shock when I printed the newsletter out that 100 pages of membership list came out at the end.  As (like most drafters) I work in a parliamentary counsel's office, there is no need for me to have my own copy of this.  Even if saved to file before printing, it is impossible to print out only part of the file, due to its pdf format. 

I appreciate that compiling the list has been a big undertaking.  But in future if you are going to mail out the list, could it be sent in a separate file?  Then we could just print out the one copy (at most) for the Office or possibly just copy it to our central computer where drafters would be able to browse through it on the network.

NEW ABOUT MEMBERS
Lionel Levert—As members will know, Lionel is currently the Vice President of the Association.  Lionel recently relinquished his position as Chief Legislative Counsel of Canada.  At the beginning of February he joined the International Co-operation Group of the Canadian Department of Justice. The Group is responsible for the development and implementation of Canadian co-operation projects in support of foreign countries' efforts to reform their systems of justice.  However, Lionel is not lost to legislative drafting.  He is now responsible for directing the implementation of Canada’s international legislative drafting related projects, such as training of legislative counsel, the establishment of legislative drafting offices, and drafting key pieces of legislation for other countries, among other things. 

Katharine MacCormick—Lionel’s replacement is Katharine MacCormick, who was previously Assistant Secretary, Legislation and House Planning, and Counsel at the Privy Council Office in Ottawa.  Some CALC members may have met her at the last CIAJ legislative conference where she was one of the speakers.

Dennis Murphy—All CALC members will know the name Dennis Murphy, even if they have not met him.  Dennis was a founder member of the Association and served with distinction as its Vice-President in the early part of the 1990s and as its President from September 1996 to September 1999.  On 9 February this year, Dennis retired from his position as Parliamentary Counsel of New South Wales, a post that he held for almost 20 years. 

Dennis first joined the New South Wales Office in 1961 as a cadet.  He soon gained a reputation as a meticulously careful drafter with a keen eye not only for detail but a quick grasp of the ‘big picture’.  On Tom Willis’s retirement in 1977, Dennis was appointed as Deputy Parliamentary Counsel and later took over as the Parliamentary Counsel with the retirement of Harry Rossiter.  Despite having so many administrative responsibilities as Parliamentary Counsel, he still maintained a prodigious output.  Dennis is renowned not only for his extraordinary dedication to work but also for the clarity of his drafting.  Even under the most extreme pressures, Dennis was always able to maintain a remarkably calm demeanour, although he always claimed that this was only a façade!  

One of Dennis’s attributes was his truly amazing penchant for being able to pick up a long Bill that was about to be introduced into the Parliament, rapidly turn the pages and pick out an inapt comma on a page and a verb disagreement or other glitch on some other page.  This was despite not having seen the Bill before!

Dennis always supported his colleagues through thick and thin, at all times showing friendship towards his staff.  I have known Dennis for over 25 years and even in the most stressful circumstances never knew him to lose his temper with anyone, whether colleague, instructing officer or anybody else for that matter.  

Dennis was also well known as an innovator.  When the question of plain language drafting first arose in the mid 1980s, Dennis took the view that it would not go away and so, taking a proactive view of the question, he decided to adopt a plain language approach to the drafting of New South Wales legislation.  He also pioneered gender-neutral language drafting in Australia.  Another of Dennis’s innovations was the concept of Bill review groups, which are designed to optimize the quality of New South Wales legislation.  Although most New South Wales drafters find have their Bills subjected to scrutiny by a Bill review group, there is little doubt that they result in a better quality product.  

Australia is of course has a federal system of government and so the Commonwealth Parliament has limited powers to enact legislation.  In cases where the Commonwealth has no jurisdiction to legislative it is sometimes desirable for the constitute Australian States to enact uniform legislation.  The drafting of such legislation is done through the Interstate Parliamentary Counsel’s Committee.  From 1988 until his retirement, Dennis served with great distinction as secretary and convenor of the Committee. 

Dennis was particularly generous in accepting short-term secondments to the New South Wales Office from developing countries for training purposes.  Several young drafters from such Commonwealth countries Papua New Guinea, Nigeria, the Solomon Islands and Vanuatu have benefited from spending time in that Office honing their legislative drafting skills. 

The New South Wales public is indeed to fortunate to have had such a dedicated and competent public servant.

Dennis has no immediate plans to become involved in other legislative drafting work, but has not ruled out this out in the longer term.  In the meantime, he hopes to do some travelling.  Whatever Dennis ends up doing, I am sure members of the Association will join with me in wishing him a long and happy future.

Don Colagiuri—Dennis’s replacement as the Parliamentary of New South Wales is Don Colagiuri.  After graduating from Sydney University, Don (really Dominic!) joined the now defunct Chief Secretary’s Office as a legislative policy officer.  He must have made an impression in that capacity because in 1974 he was invited to join the Parliamentary Counsel’s Office as a junior legislative counsel.  Don quickly made his mark in his new role, demonstrating considerable flair and a great penchant for finding the answer to the most complex legislative conundrums.  Like Dennis Murphy, Don is an extremely dedicated drafter with a prodigious output.  Whenever the New South Wales Parliament is in session, Don can be found toiling away on some urgent Bill or other well into the early hours of the morning!

Don was promoted to Assistant Parliamentary Counsel in the late 1982 and then to Deputy Parliamentary Counsel in 1991.  I am sure his infectious enthusiasm and cheerful personality under pressure will stand him in great stead in his new position.  For many years Don served as a director of the YMCA in Sydney.
Nalin Abeysekere—Another founder member of CALC who recently retired is Nalin Abeysekere.  Nalin joined the Sri Lankan Legal Draftsman's Dept as an Assistant Legal Draftsman in 1971 after having been called to the English Bar (Lincoln's Inn).  Soon after Sri Lanka became a Republic, Nalin took silk, becoming a President's Counsel (the Sri Lankan equivalent of Queen's Counsel).  In 1984, Nalin was appointed to be the (Chief) Legal Draftsman.  Nalin was also and still remains a member of the Sri Lankan Law Reform Commission.

Nalin, who is a member of the CALC Council, has represented Sri Lanka in many international conferences and seminars.  He was closely involved with and took an active part in discussions and committees on and drafting constitutional and electoral legislation for his native country. 

In 1985, the Sri Lankan Government added an extra dimension to Nalin’s duties by making him a member of the Government delegation that met with militant groups in Thimpu, Bhutan, to try to resolve the ethnic conflict involving the Sinhalese and Tamil communities.  The outcome was the 13th amendment to the Sri Lankan constitution, which provided for the establishment of Provincial Councils.  
He is currently working as a consultant to the Minister of Finance and is helping to draft fiscal legislation for that Minister. 

Therese Perera—The new Legal Draftsman of Sri Lanka is Therese Perera.  She is the first woman to hold the position.  Therese has worked in the Legal Draftsman’s Office for many years, having started there the age of 22 as an Assistant Legal Draftsman.  She has a professional staff of 26.  As is the case with legislative drafting offices in many other parts of the Commonwealth, a high proportion of the legislative counsel employed in the Sri Lankan Office are women.  Only 4 are men.   

Therese says that the drafting process in Sri Lanka can be particularly tedious because all Bills have to be drafted three languages.  This apparently creates problems because "While in English there is a word for every situation it's not the case when it comes to Sinhala where a phrase takes the place of a precise word. Sometimes when the old Sinhala word does not meet the situation, a new word is coined," she explained. However the laws in Sinhala take precedence over their English and Tamil counterparts when it comes to the clarification of a mistake. "We have to be extra careful and precise when we draft laws in Sinhala.”  However, she finds that one of her biggest difficulties is that there are no controls over the legislative program as there is for instance in the United Kingdom where a legislative program is devised for the year and is rigidly adhered to.

Garth Thornton—Garth Thornton is of course the author of “Legislative Drafting”, the standard work on the subject.  I am sure all members of the Association will be saddened to hear that Garth recently suffered a serious illness and will join with me in wishing him a speedy recovery. 

Brian Crozier—Until recently, Brian Crozier was head of the legislative drafting section of the Zimbabwe Office of the Attorney General.  However, in July last year he decided to resign from his post in protest against the Zimbabwe’s failure to observe the rule of law.  He is now working from home in Harare
.  Financially, this must have been a costly decision for him.  He action is surely to be commended.  In the meantime, one can only hope that it will not be too long before peace and tranquility, and indeed the rule of law, are restored to that unfortunate but potentially wealthy country, so that Brian might have the opportunity to return to his position with the Zimbabwe Government.  I am sure all CALC members wish him well for the future.

Stephen Gisz—Sadly, I have to report the death of one of our members, Stephen Gisz, who was tragically killed in a skiing accident last year.  At the time of his death, Stephen was employed in the Commonwealth Office of Legislative Drafting in Australia.
